This Reviewer’s Guide is designed to help you evaluate Hammer Storage myshare storage appliance and 

test the products effectively.  It contains quick start information to help prepare your environment for setup 
and easy step-by-step instructions to guide you through the installation process of both the hardware and 

configuration components.  
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1. INTRODUCTION  

 
1.1 What it is 

myshare is shared storage made easy for any home or small office with more 
than one computer.  myshare comes with two SATA II hard drives and two USB 
ports to centralize printers, external hard drives and store up to two terabytes of 
movies, music, photos, business documents and other files.  Consolidate 
backup storage for PCs and Macs. Protect important data with different RAID 
levels 0, 1, JBOD.  As a storage appliance, myshare is designed for 24/7 
operation with remote accessibility from anywhere on a home network or the 
Internet.  Secure data from Internet intruders with SSL certificates and 
configuring multiple user and group permissions. 
 
In June 2007, Hammer Storage will be releasing a firmware upgrade for 
myshare that will allow myshare to act as an iTunes Server or UPnP Server for 
digital media adapters and UPnP A/V receivers.   
 

1.2 Market Background 
Data storage requirements range widely across different market segments.  In 
the data storage industry, the markets are typically divided up into the following 
segments: Enterprise, SMB (Small Medium Businesses), SOHO (Small Office / 
Home Office) and the consumer.  Due to the number of increasing media files in 
computer formats (ie: digital photos and MP3s), the data storage needs of the 
consumer segment is going to grow exponentially. 
 
myshare is designed for small businesses, small offices, home offices and home 
environments with 2 – 25 users.  Users can be local users, remote users or 
multiple computers.  After the June firmware release, users will also include 
consumer electronic devices, i.e. LCD/Plasma Televisions and Audio Surround 
Sound Systems. 
 

1.3 Competitive Landscape 
In these markets, myshare has many competitors across multiple platforms and 
connection methods.  There are two main product architectures, network 
attached storage appliances and direct attached external hard drives.  The 
network attached storage appliances come with 4 drive, 2 drive and single drive 
solutions.  The direct attached external hard drives come with 2 drive and single 
drive solutions.  myshare is a two drive network attached storage appliance.  
The two drive storage appliance has the most features with 1 TB of storage for 
under $500. 
 

 
2.  KEY PRODUCT FEATURES 
 

2.1  Ease of Installation 
Installing network storage is believed to be difficult.  With terms like network 
attached storage (NAS), Storage area network (SAN) and other networking 
terms, the average user views storage that plugs into the network as complex 
and out of reach.  In the case of myshare, hard drives are already installed and

the remaining installation has been limited to a few easy steps that are detailed in 
a quick start guide.   By configuring default settings with a public and private 
folder and an admin and guest login, basic users are able to share music, 
movies, photos, data and other files within minutes of installation. 
 

Other Brands 
Hard Drives not Included:  Other brands require the purchase of the hard drives 
separately.  Not only is the product not ready for use, but the pricing of the unit 
will double after the purchase of the hard drives. 

Default Settings:  Other brands require new folders and new users to be 
created. 
 
Software Required:  Some brands require a user to install software onto the 
host computer in order to locate their device on the network.  myshare uses 
network standards to be discovered easily without the need to install or run 
additional software on the client computer. 
 
Documentation:  myshare documentation includes screen shots and 
illustrations to make it easier for users to understand and duplicate the 
installation process.  Many other products do not offer screen shots in their 
documentation. 
 

2.2 Sharing Capabilities 
myshare has many different features for sharing.  These features can be used 
differently by two main segments: the digital home and the small office or 
business. 
 

Digital Home 
Centralize Photos, Music and Movies:  myshare makes it easy to centralize all 
media and personal files to be shared with all consumer electronics and 
computers (both Macs and PCs) that are plugged into a home network wirelessly 
or wired. 

Share Printers:  All members of a household can share one printer, rather than 
having a printer for each computer. 
 
Share USB Drives:  Many homes already have USB drives.  Some of these 
homes share these USB drives through Network Neighborhood, which requires 
the host computer to be on.  With myshare these USB drives can be plugged in 
and immediately shared. 
 
Access from Anywhere:  With an optional configuration through HTTP, HTTPS 
or FTP, myshare can be setup to be accessed from anywhere with an Internet 
connection.  This feature allows users to share their files with friends and family 
members across the globe.  It also permits users to access their data at home 
from work or anywhere else they may be.

Administration:  myshare has centralized and remote administration options. 
Email and SNMP notifications can be configured to be sent to IT administrators.

Access from Anywhere:  With an optional configuration through HTTP, HTTPS 
or FTP, myshare can be setup to be accessed from anywhere with an Internet 
connection.  This feature gives offices an alternative to email to transfer big files.  
It also permits users to access their data at the office from a hotel room or the 
airport. 
 

     2.3 Configuration Utility 
myshare includes a Configuration Utility, a comprehensive suite installed on the 
myshare storage appliance.  The configuration utility is accessed thru any widely 
distributed browser (Firefox, Internet Explorer, Safari). 
 
The configuration utility can be accessed two different ways. These are simplified 
instructions for Windows and Mac.  For more details, and instructions for Linux, 
please download the full guides and other product information on www.hammer-
storage.com.   
 
Accessing the Configuration Utility in Windows 
 

1. Option 1 - Type in the IP address of myshare into any widely 
distributed browser.  The default login is admin / admin. 

2. Option 2 - Click Run from the start menu and type in \\N1200.  The 
default login is admin / admin.  myshare will then pop up with four 
folders: Configuration, Public, Private, Printers and Faxes.  Double 
click on the Configuration Folder and double click on index.  The 
default login is admin / admin. 

 
On the Initial login, myshare will need to be configured, please see 
the quick start guide for details. 

 
Accessing the Configuration Utility in Mac OS

Advantage of myshare Configuration Utility 
 
myshare Configuration Utility has a big advantage over other offerings because it 
is optimized to accomplish some of the same objectives with fewer steps.  For 
instance, to add a folder and set the permission for that folder, other products 
require three steps.  With myshare, this same task can be accomplished with 
one step. 

 
Configuration Utility Overview 
 
System Menu: The System menu allows you to set the system name, date and 
time, HTTP or HTTPS, setup email and SNMP notifications, change the admin 
user password, perform firmware upgrades, manage printers and print jobs, 
perform configuration backup, restore system to factory defaults, activate the 
system identification LED, generate a SSL certificate, and perform remote reboot 
or shutdown for the system.

This menu also allows viewing of logs from the system, Common 
Internet File System (CIFS), File Transfer Protocol (FTP), or Printer. 
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3. SETUP OF KEY PRODUCT FEATURES 
 
    3.1  Configuring myshare for Remote Sharing and Access 

 
1. Install myshare on a local network with access to Internet 

a. Attach one end of the Ethernet cable to myshare storage device and 
attach the other end of the Ethernet cable to one of the ports on the 
router. 

b. Make sure that the router has a DSL or Cable Modem plugged into the 
Internet port of the router. 

2. Configure myshare for Remote access 

a. Decide whether myshare will be accessed via HTTP (80) or HTTPS 
(443).  HTTPS is a secure setting to make the access to myshare secure. 

b. If FTP (21) is a desired protocol, check the Enable box in the services 
section of the System Configuration.  If a password will not be required to 
login to the FTP server, click “Yes” for anonymous FTP. 

c. Go to the LAN section of the System Configuration and write down the IP 
address of myshare (ie 192.168.1.101).  Then type the IP address of the 
DNS Server into the web browser. 

3. Configure Port Forwarding from Router 

a. Go to the IP address of the router.  If Linksys, the IP address is typically 
192.168.1.1.  If D-Link or NetGear, the IP address is typically 
192.168.0.1.   

b. If another router is being used besides NetGear, Linksys or D-Link, 
please check the website of the manufacturer for instructions on how to 
configure port forwarding. 

c. If Linksys, the Login and Password should be admin / admin.  If D-Link 
the login will be admin and the password is left blank.  If NetGear, the 
login will be admin and the password is 1234 

d. For Linksys, Go to the Status Page and write down the IP address 
assigned to your internet connection (WAN).  For D-Link, go to the Status 
page and click on Device Info, the WAN IP address will be listed there.  
For NetGear, each router is different, go to NetGear support on their 
website. 

e. For Linksys, Go to the Applications / Gaming section.  For D-Link, go to 
the Advanced page and click on Firewall.  For NetGear, the routers are 
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different, so go to their website for details.  Type in the myshare IP 
address, the port number (FTP = 21, HTTP = 80, HTTPS = 443). 

4. Access and share files from myshare via FTP, HTTP or HTTPS 

a. To access through HTTP or HTTPS, from an outside Internet connection, 
type in the IP address of your Internet Connection into the web browser.  
Make sure that HTTP or HTTPS is consistent with which one was 
selected in the system configuration. 

b. To access files and folders via HTTP or HTTPS, login to the Share 
Explorer by selecting that radio button.  Login will be the same as the 
system configuration, access to folders will be based on the access 
permissions of the login. 

c. To access through FTP, type in FTP://[user-name]:[password]@[IP-
address] 

d. With FTP the system configuration cannot be reached. 

3.2  Setting up a Shared Printer through myshare 

 1.  Plug the USB cable into myshare and the printer.  Make sure the power is on with 
both devices. 

 2.  If printer is already installed on the computer. 

a. Go to Start / Settings / Printers and Faxes 

b. Right Click on the printer.  Select Properties and select the Ports Tab. 

c. Click Add New Port.  Select “Standard TCP/IP Port” and click New Port. 

d. Click Next.  Type either the Printer Name or IP address of myshare.  Click 
Next at “Generic Network Card” and then click Finish. 

e. Click on Have Disk and Browse to the location where the printer driver was 
saved. 

f. Make sure the port that was just added is checked.  Press ok and the 
changes will be saved. 

 3.  If printer is not already installed on the computer. 

a. Install Printer driver on host computer(s).  Install the printer driver on the host 
computer by using the CD or downloading the driver from the manufacturer’s 
website.  Write down the folder the printer driver is saved in. 

b. After the driver has been installed go to the Start Menu / Settings / Printers 
and Faxes. 
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c. Click on Add Printer.  Click Next.  Select “Local Printer” and uncheck 
“automatically detect and install plug and play printer.” 

d. Click Create a New Port.  Select “Standard TCP/IP Port” 

e. Click Next.  Type either the Printer Name or IP address of myshare.  Click 
Next at “Generic Network Card” and then click Finish. 

f. Click on Have Disk and Browse to the location where the printer driver was 
saved. 

3.3  Setting up a USB Drive through myshare 

 1.  Plug USB external hard drive into myshare 

a. Plug the USB cable into myshare and the USB external hard drive.  Make 
sure the power is on with both devices. 

b. Confirm that the correct users or groups have access to the USB device in 
the USB Access section of the Configuration Utility. 

3.4  Configuring Data Protection 

 1.  Default Data Redundancy is JBOD (span) 

a.  myshare is configured with a default setting of JBOD (also known as 
span).  Span is the default RAID configuration because the customer will 
realize the entire capacity available. 

 2.  Changing RAID to Stripe or Mirror 

a. In the Configuration Utility, go to the Volume Management section and 
click Manage RAID.  Choose the RAID 1 or Mirror. 

b. Please Note that this change will erase all files and data saved on 
myshare. 

3.5  Configuring Windows Utility Backup 

 1.  Backing up with Windows Utility Backup
